President Signhs Executive Order 13287, “Preserve America”

On March 3, 2003, First Lady Laura Bush, in a public ceremony unveiled Executive Order 13287, titled
“Preserve America.” The Executive Order (EO) opens with the following policy statement:

“It is the policy of the Federal Government to provide leadership in preserving America’s
heritage by actively advancing the protection, enhancement, and contemporary use of the
historic properties owned by the Federal Government, and by promoting intergovernmental
cooperation and partnerships for the preservation and use of historic properties.”

In EO 13287, the President calls for the building of preservation partnerships at the Federal, State, Tribal
and local levels. The order also provides for improved Federal agency planning and accountability for
historic properties, including status assessments and inventories. It calls for reports on compliance with
Sections 110 and 111 of the National Historic Preservation Act and encourages Federal agencies to
increase use and availability of historic properties through heritage tourism and other means.

Alaska District Wins Army Environmental Award

The Army’s Assistant Chief of Staff for Installation Management has announced that the Corps Alaska
District has won the Cultural Resources Management Team award in the Fiscal Year 2002 Secretary of
the Army Environmental Awards Program. The Project Delivery Team (PDT) designed and implemented
arange of related cultural resources and environmental efforts on Alaska’s Long and Kodiak Islands.
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The PDT was challenged to remove contaminated materials; mitigate safety hazards; and, manage
prehistoric sites, Russian settlements, and historic National Register-eligible military properties all in
places that could only be reached by boat or helicopter. Work was performed under the Defense
Environmental Restoration Program - - Formerly Used Defense Sites (DERP-FUDS) and the

Native American Lands Environmental Mitigation Program (NALEMP) as a partnership between Alaska
District and the contracting firm of Jacobs Engineering. Cultural resources efforts performed in
accordance with Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act were identified in a Memorandum
of Agreement executed by the Corps, Alaska State Parks, Alaska’s State Historic Preservation Office,
and, the landowner, Lesnoi, Inc.

The Alaska District Long Island — Kodiak Island Program Nomination will now proceed to compete in
the Secretary of Defense Environmental Awards Program. Congratulations are due the entire PDT (listed
on page 2 of the attached report), with special appreciation to the Corps Program Manager, Mollie
TeVrucht and Corps Archeologist, Diane Hanson.

Red Cliff Band of Lake Superior Chippewas Assumes SHPO Duties

The National Park Service has advised the Corps that the Red Cliff Band of Lake Superior Chippewas has
assumed State Historic Preservation Officer (SHPO) functions within the exterior boundaries of the
Tribe’s reservation in Wisconsin. Among the duties assumed by the Tribe is the responsibility for
consulting with Federal agencies on Federal undertakings and entering into Memoranda of Agreement
pursuant to Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act. The Tribal Historic Preservation
Officer (THPO) is Ms. Lisa Bresette.

The Senate Committee on Indian Affairs for the first session of the 108" Congress met recently to elect a
Chairman and Vice-Chairman. Senator Ben Nighthorse Campbell (R-Colorado) was elected Chairman
and Senator Daniel Inouye (D-Hawaii) was elected Vice-Chairman. Senator Campbell is a Native
American and Senator Inouye is a Native Hawaiian ; both have served in leadership roles on the
Committee in previous sessions of Congress.

Archeological Looters Convicted for Destruction of Corps Site

The St. Louis Post — Dispatch has reported that two men admitted in Federal Court to illegally digging
an ancient burial site near the Corps Lake Wappapello, in southeastern Missouri.

Assistant U.S. Attorney Paul Hahn said the prosecution of the two men sent an important message to
people who might desecrate grave sites or carry out illegal archacological digs. "We will prosecute these
kinds of cases," he said. "Protecting the sanctity of Native American burial sites is important to this
office."

The men face a total of 12 years in prison and up to $270,000 in fines.

Acting on a tip, authorities last summer observed the two men digging at the site and arrested them as
they left the scene with arrowheads and other artifacts, according to court documents. The men had piled
human remains near two holes they had dug.

The corps, which manages the lake as part of a 44,000-acre park, received an anonymous tip about the
illegal dig. Corps rangers, joined by a Missouri conservation agent and Wayne County sheriff's deputies,
drove to a remote area near the lake and hiked a half mile through hilly terrain.

There they discovered the perpetrators digging up the site. The men had about 15 arrowheads and
artifacts in their possession, and one of the men had several items in his shoes. The men had discovered
human remains as they dug, placing them in a pile.

The two men had tools, including shovels and a long steel probe, according to an account filed in court as
part of their guilty pleas.
