If you start a life jacket recycling program make sure that you inspect all of the life
jackets that you receive before placing them in your life jacket loaner program.

If a life jacket is in poor condition dispose of it or use it in interpretive programs and
displays as an example of life jacket that should not be used.

Show appreciation to the businesses that help with this program by giving them a
certificate of appreciation. Invite the local newspaper for a photo opportunity when you
present the certificate to the business.
